Top 20 Public Elementary Schools in San Francisco for 2018

Parents looking to send their children to a public school in San Francisco will be encouraged to know that
schools from a wide swath of neighborhoods were represented in Niche’s list of best public elementary
schools in the city.

The 20 public schools on the popular ranking site’s list are in a variety of areas around town, including
the Marina, Richmond, Haight, Miraloma, Castro and the Western Addition. The top school, Sunset
Elementary, is located out near the ocean at 41st and Ortega.

Below is a list of the top 20 public elementary schools in San Francisco for 2018, as rated by Niche.

In forming their rankings, Niche considers a variety of data with standardized test results accounting for
50 percent of their calculation. A “teacher grade” accounts for 20 percent with a variety of other factors
making up the remaining 30 percent, including a 10 percent diversity grade.

While these schools stood out when compared to other San Francisco schools, they paled in Niche’s
comparison to other top elementary schools in California. While tops in San Francisco, Sunset Elementary
was ranked No. 390 out of 5,754 public elementary schools in the state. Rosa Parks, which was rated
20th in San Francisco, was No. 725.

Families hunting for the highest Niche-rated elementary schools should head south to very pricey Palo
Alto, if they can afford it. The Silicon Valley town boasted the top 11 schools in the statewide list. Or, if
they're willing to settle, No. 12 is in neighboring Woodside.
